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Firework Safety Tips  
§ Read all caution labels before 

igniting and know the perfor-
mance description. 

§ You should wear eye protection 
when lighting a firework. 

§ Fireworks should be lit in an 
open area clear of any hazards 
such as buildings, cars, trees, 
etc. 

§ Never relight a òdudó firework. 
Wait 20 minutes and then soak 
it in a bucket of water. 

§ Always keep a bucket of water 
and a water hose within close 
range. 

§ Stay clear of shooting a fire-
work into metal or glass con-
tainers. 

§ Do not experiment with home-
made fireworks. 

§ Obey all local laws, including 
Tribal Policies pertaining to 
fireworks. 

DO NOT FORGET 
YOUR PETS SAFETY!  
§ Keep pets away from 
fireworks for exposure to 
lit fireworks can result in 

trauma, disorientation, severe 
burns, while unlit fireworks, if 
ingested, can poison your pet 
due to high amounts of toxic 
substances. 

§ Keep pets in a safe place away 
from loud sounds for an animal 
in fear may escape to try and 
get away from the noise.  

§ Have an Identification Tag up-
to-date with your  contact in-
formation if your pet runs 
away. 

The Illegal Fireworks Ordinance was enacted by Tribal Council 
on July 9, 2015. Here are key components; 

The Ordinance defines òIllegal Fireworksó in Section 5: 
Section 5. Illegal Fireworks  
Any fireworks not marked as òSafe and Saneó and displaying a òState of 
California, State Fire Marshall Registered Fireworksó seal is considered 
òIllegal Fireworksó. See Section 15.  
Examples of òIllegal/dangerousó fireworks include (but are not limited to): 
A. Fireworks that contain arsenic sulfide or arsenates, most chlorates, magnesi-

um, most phosphorous, zirconium, or many other chemicals, 
B. Firecrackers, skyrockets, rockets, and sparklers larger than ten inches in 

length or one-quarter inch in diameter, and 
C. Any other fireworks that the State Fire Marshall has declared òunsafe for use 
by any person not specifically qualified or trained in the use of fireworksó. 

Section 7. Violation of Ordinance 
A. Legal fireworks can only be sold between June 28th and July 6th. Any other 

time legal fireworks are sold aside from stated timeframe will be considered a 
violation of  this Ordinance.  

B. Legal fireworks shall only be ignited from 11:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. during 
the given timeframe of  June 28th through July 6th. Any other time fireworks 
are ignited shall be a violation of  this Ordinance. The Bishop Tribal Council 
may modify the dates and times of  this Ordinance, as necessary, for the safe-
ty of  the tribal community from time to time.  

Section 9. Penalties for Violation of Ordinance 
A. Due to the seriousness and possible impacts on persons, livestock, domestic 
animals and property for violating the òIllegal Fireworksó section of this Ordi-
nance the penalties and fines are as follows:  

1. An individual/entity cited for a first violation of this Ordinance shall 
be assessed a minimum penalty fine of $250.00 (two hundred fifty dol-
lars); 
2. An individual/entity cited for violations after the first violation of this 
Ordinance shall be assessed a minimum penalty fine of $500.00 (five hun-
dred dollars) per subsequent violation. 
 

If they arenõt stamped with the California Fire Marshall seal, then 
they are illegal. It looks something like this:

Quality Assurance Matters 
The Bishop Paiute air program made milestones 
this year in renewing quality assurance methods 
and the written plans for all three air quality 

monitors in operation, approved by EPA. The program also pre-
sented methods developed to increase the success rate of meeting quality as-

surance criteria in a training session at the 2017 National Trib-
al Forum on Air Quality, with other Tribal air 
quality staff. EPA Region 9 staff has now adopted 
some of Bishopõs practices into their educational 
materials. Quality assurance may not seem that 
exciting to everyone, but itõs critical to a monitor-
ing program!  

 Air monitors and the data they produce have to be checked 
against other systems, to ensure they continue to meet operation-

al criteria and generate valid data. It is always a work in pro-
gress, and instrument operators must keep up 
with changes made to the methods as systematic 
improvements are identified, and sometimes 

made into standards or even regulation.
