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This is an important reminder that we are still in a pandemic. As you are all aware,
COVID -19 has increased in the Inyo County in the past few weeks. As of September
1, 2020, Toiyabe Indian Health Project, Inc. has reported that Inyo County has 181
positive cases with six (6) in the tribal communities.

The Bishop Paiute Tribal Offices continue to remain open, but we continue to enforce
and monitor our COVID -19 protocol.

The State of Emergency on the Bishop Paiute Reservation is still in order to minimize
the threat and spread of COVID  -19 onto the Bishop Paiute Reservation. Traveling
outside the Owens Valley is still recommended only for medical and/or emergency
situations and the five (5) day self -quarantine is also recommended for Bishop Paiute
Tribal Members and Bishop Paiute Tribal Employees who leave the Owens Valley.

We will be having free COVID -19 testing for all tribal communities beginning on
September 12, September 13 and September 17 and September 18, 2020 at the
Barlow Lane Gymnasium, 390 North Barlow Lane, Bishop, CA from 12 noon to 5 p.m.
The free testing program is sponsored by the California Rural Indian Health Board, Inc.
with input from our Tribal leaders and Tribal Health Clinic representatives. The free
testing program is also available at the Big Pine Wellness Center, 454 Butcher Lane,
Big Pine, CA 93513 on Monday, Wednesday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday 12 noon to
7 p.m. and on Tuesday and Thursday from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. from August 24, 2020
through December 19, 2020.
